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ABSTRACT

The purposes of this study were to construct story writing lesson plans by using
community learning resources, and to study story writing skills after studying through
community learning resources. The population used in this study was 18 Prathom Suksa 5
students studying in the second semester of 2005 academic year at Choapholounguphatum 1
school, Ban Doi Pui, Mueang district, Chiang Mai province. The instruments used in this
study were 1) 8 story writing lesson plans using community learning resources and
2) an essay type test for assessing story writing skills. The data were analyzed by computing
the percentage of students story writing scores and compared with the school set criteria of
65%. The data were presented by tables with description.

The findings of this study were as follow:

1. The 8 story writing lesson plans using community learning resources consumed 16
hours of class time, and it consisted of 4 types of community resources; tourism places,
occupations, arts and cultures, and festivals. Teaching processes were step 1: addressing the
story by sharing the idea about what they liked to write, step 2: brainstorming, step 3:
experience transference, and step 4: writing story.

2. After learning through community learning resources, the students earned story

writing mean scores at 69.13%, which was higher than the set criteria at 65.00%.
