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ABSTRACT

The purposes of this independent study were to design lesson plans for developing
creative writing skill of Prathom Suksa 3 students through mind mapping and to analyze
creative writing skill of those students. The target group consisted of 29 Prathom Suksa 3
students at Anuban Pai School, Pai District, Mae Hong Son Province in the second semester
of 2005 academic year. The instruments were ten lesson plans, each plan consumed one hour
for teaching, and a creative writing test. The collected data were analyzed by using percentage
and then comparing with the 70% criterion of total score.

The major findings were as follows:

1. The 10 instructional plans for developing creative writing skill of Prathom Suksa 3
students through mind mapping used pictures, advertising statements, songs, news, and stories
as media. Each plan lasted one hour, totaling 10 teaching hours.

2. After learning through those instructional plans, Prathom Suksa 3 students obtained

creative writing skill scores passing the 70% criterion with the 74.17 average score.
