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ABSTRACT

The purposes of this independent study were to study the readiness and the opinions
of primary school teachers concerning classroom research in Saraphi District under the Office
of Chiang Mai Education Area 4. The population was 208 primary school teachers in 18
schools in the second semester of the academic year 2005. The research instrument was
a set of questionnaires. The data were statistically analyzed by frequency, percentage, mean,
and standard deviation. The data presentation was tables with description.

The results were concluded as follows:

1. The teachers’ readiness, as a whole, was at the moderate level, but considering
the valuable, useful and interesting in conducting research was at the high level.

2. The basic factor readiness for classroom research, as a whole, was at the moderate
level, but finding money for carrying out the research was at the low level.

3. The promoting teachers’ readiness for conducting classroom research, as a
whole, was at the moderate level. However the school research policy was at the high level,
but the supported budget was at the low level.

4. The readiness relating other teachers involvement, as a whole, was at the

moderate level.



5. The teachers had good opinions to classroom research because they could use
it to develop learning and teaching management and to adjust students’ behavior, but the
teachers still lacked of basic factors for classroom research, such as the budget and

consultants.
