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ABSTRACT

The purpose of this study was to study behavior of students trained through Moral and
Ethic Development and Promotion Programs of Bannpaenpitthayakom School, Lumphun
Province. The population of the study were the students of Mathayom Suksa 6 and the teachers
teaching at Mathayom Suksa 6 at Bannpaenpitthayakom School in the second semester of
academic year 2004. The instruments used in this study consisted of the scale value estimation
questionnaire and the observation form. Mean, standard deviation, and frequency were utilized
for data analysis.

The findings were as follows :

1. Self-reliance, diligence and responsibility aspects

In general, performance of students was at high level. They took care and

maintained their personal belongings, paid attention to every subject, and followed the make-up
examinations closely in case of failure of examinations. Concerning the teachers’ views on the
whole, it was at moderate level. The students helped their family to earn an income during

studying and performed assigned tasks willingly.



2. Economization aspect
Regarding to performance of students, the students’ and the teachers’ views in
general were conformable at moderate level. The students turned off lights, electric fans, and air
conditions after use and utilized study materials appropriately with the assigned tasks.
3. Discipline and compliance with the rules aspects
Performance of students on the whole was at high level. The students wore all
clean uniforms complied with the school rules. They concentrated their attention on their
studies. They did not skip classes or were absent without reasons. With regard to teachers’ views
on the whole, it was at moderate level. The students complied with the rules and dressed
properly.
4. Religious moral performance aspect
On the subject of performance of students, the students’ and the teachers’ views on
the whole were conformable at high level. The students paid respect to monks or priests and
participated in religious activities organized by the school.
5. Patriotism, royalism and religionism aspects
With reference to performance of students, the students’ and the teachers’ views on
the whole were conformable at high level. The students collaborated in student committee
election. They understood the meaning of Thai national anthem and were able to sing correctly.
They expressed their patriotism by standing with attention when hoisting Thai national flag up or

down.
