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ABSTRACT

The objectives of this independent study were to investigate conditions of primary
school teachers’ classroom research in Chai Prakan District, Chiang Mai Province, and to
study their problems and needs concerning classroom research. The population studied was
201 classroom teachers of Chai Prakan District in Academic Year B.E. 2548. The questionnaire
was used as a research instrument to collect the data which were analyzed by computing
frequencies, percentages, averages and standard deviations and presented through tables and
description.

The major findings were as follows:

1. Conditions of classroom research.

Most teachers were carrying out one topic of classroom research on Thai subject
at the First Grade Level since it could apply to solve students’ problems and help raise their
learning achievement by designing exercises to be used in instruction or keeping them as
record of their work performance. Teachers used their own money for 5,000 baht or more
to complete a research which took 1-2 months.

Teachers were encouraged to do the research through consulting with peer
teachers who were well-qualified. Their school also provided them with research reports and

journals, documents and textbooks in school libraries as well as other equipments to facilitate



their work. Information resources available included personnel and libraries. Classroom
instructional problems were also used as the main source of the research topics which were
then used as their academic performance.

2. Problems encountered by teachers in doing research.

Teachers encountered problems concerning classroom research process, related
personnel who were school administrators and other participants, budget, equipments, sources
of information, research questions and topic selection and statistical analysis as well.

3. Teachers’ needs in conducting classroom research.

Teachers wanted their teaching schedules be appropriate to individuals. They
needed to have the classroom research center, organization of research workshops by providing
qualified personnel to advice and encourage teachers to consider that classroom research be
important as well as cooperation of other persons involved. The provision of budgets, funds,
rewards, expenses, documents, academic research texts, facilitating equipments, as well as

organization of workshop on using those equipments should be available for teachers.
