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ABSTRACT

This research was to study the desired behaviors of Grade Level 3 students
from the perspective of the students, their parents, and the teachers using a simple

randomized sample of the students, parents and teachers of Nuchanat Anusorn, Wiang
Pa Pao District, Chiang Rai Province, in the second semester of 2005 academic year.
Total number of the subject was 495 which included 214 students, 214 parents, and 67
teachers. The instrument used included the rating scale questionnaire on the students’
desired behavior developed by the researcher himself which obtained 0.98 level of
validity based on the Alpha coefficient. Statistics used include frequency distribution,
percentage, mean, standard deviation, and t-test.

The findings reveal that the students agreed with the desired behavior expected
from Grade Level 3 students at moderate level and agreed with the behavior in the
dimension of being good and being happy at high level. The parents agreed with the
desired behavior in the aspect of being good at moderate level and being good and happy
at the high level. The teachers agreed with the desired behavior in the aspect of being
clever and being good at moderate level but at high level in being happy aspect. When
comparing their level of agreement in each aspect, no difference was found.
