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ABSTRACT

This study investigated community participation in educational management of Ban
Pong Dang School, Thung Hua Chang District, Lamphun Province. Population under study
comprised 198 community leaders, religious leader, members of local administration organization,
members of school board and parents. Instrument used was a questionnaire with items asking about
essentials of the topic. Collected data were analyzed through applications of frequency and
percentage.

The findings indicated that most respondents participated in educational management of
the previous mentioned school in planning, coordination, and resources acquisition. But some
respondents revealed no participation in setting up the five years plan for organizing educational
development. Also, coordination with other organizations outside the community for supporting
organized the education and be a committee member of the school in office material examination
were in the no participation category. As for problems found, community lacked knowledge and
understanding in planning. Regarding the recommendations, it was suggested that school should let
community participate in evaluating the results of organized education regularly and should report

the evaluation results to the community.
