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ABSTRACT

This one-group pretest-posttest experimental research was to study- the effect of using
guidance activities to develop self-confidence of hill tribes students staying in the dormitory of
Mae Sariang Boripat Suksa School. The subjects for this research were 10 students Mathayom
Suksa 2, the second semester 2548 of Mae Sariang Boripat Suksa School, Mae Sariang district,
Mae Hong Son province. The instrument included 8 guidance activities and self confidence
measure pattern that consisted with general information and self confidence measure pattern, and
analyzed them in terms of frequency distribution percentage, mean, standard deviation and t-test.
The result shows that the experiment of the student confidence has higher self-confidence at .05

level of statistical significant.
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
