ABSTRACT

This study investigated lower secondary education academic affairs performance of
educational opportunity expansion schools in Mae Chaem District, Chiang Mai Province.
Population under study comprised 170 administrators and teachers from the above school in the
2005 academic year. Instrument used was a questionnaire with items asking about essentials of
the topic. Collected data were then analyzed through applications of frequency and percentage.

The findings indicated that most respondents performed their tasks in measurement
and evaluation, academic supervision, instructional media and local resources use, and curriculum
and its implementation. When considering the details of performance, they were the ensuing
aspects: the making of measurement and evaluation plan; the making of yearly measurement and
evaluation time table; organizing collegial supervision activities; exhibiting the school works; and
making enough materials on curriculum for distribution. As for the nonperformance, those
activities were: collecting varions data on curriculum implementation for each subject matter;
Making list of local learning resources outside the school; asking the regional office for the help

in supervision; and setting up the objectives for measurement and evaluation clearly.
