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ABSTRACT

The study employed case study to examine social behavior of a
seeing impaired student who was enrolled in Prathom Suksa 6 inclusive
classroom of Pongsanuk School, Moung Lampang District. Data were collected
from student record, informal interview with parents, teachers, friends, other
school personnal and the student himself, and observational form while was in
school 30 days. The collected data were classified to analyze the student’s
social behavior toward teacher, friend and others

The findings reveal that social behavior included physical movement
skills, complying to school regulations, generosity to other visually impaired
friends. The social behavior that should improved and developed included
respect — paying, greeting, pressing appreciation and apology interaction with
other, and isolation which was caused by the lack of experience on social
skills and misunderstanding on the part of other people who were involved
with the student
