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ABSTRACT

The research was aimed at studying the relationship between child-rearing
practice and self-esteem of Grade Level 4 students, Assumption College Lampang.
The population utilized in the study was that of 113 Mattayom Suksa 4 students
consisting , 57 males and 56 females enrolled in 2005 academic year. The instrument
was a questionnaire, first part of which was for respondents’ personal information and
second part self-esteem test. The collected data were analyzed in terms of frequency
distribution, percentage, means, standard-deviation, percentile rank and F-test

The results revealed that most student were brought up with democratic
child-rearing. Their self-esteem was at moderate level. Students with different child-
rearing practice did not differ significantly in their self-esteem.
