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ABSTRACT

The study was to examine the effect of using group activities to develop
human relations of Hmong Phathom Suksa students at Pattana Deg Piam Sook Project,
Chiang Kham District, Phayao Province. The study employed pretest-posttest design
with the sample comprised 30 Hmong Phathom Suksa 4 — 6 students who participated
in 12 group activity sessions taking three weeks. The researcher collected data himself
using interpersonal relationship survey and analyzed the data using mean, standard-
deviation, and t-test. It was found that after the experiment the students had higher
human relations score at .01 level of statistical significance.
