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ABSTRACT

The purposes of this study were to organize the activity and to study the results of
activity for enhancing students belonging to the development activity group of Suksa-songkroua
Chiangmai School to Enter Tailoring Occupations,

The groups used in this study were ten students participating in the development activity
group for tailoring occupations, studying in Matayom Suksa 4 for the second semester of 2548
academic year and being interested in and having earned basic skills of sewing and tailoring. The
next group consisted of a tailoring teacher, a school counselor, an assistant school director for
academic affair, and a representative member of the school board. The tools used in this study
were documents relating to planning and creating the activity plan; a form for evaluating students’
knowledge; a form for evaluating students’ behavior; a form for evaluating stucents” job
performance; and a form for asking their opinion. Data were analyzed through uses of freguency,
percentage, mean and standard deviation.

The results of the study were as follows:

The researcher studied related documents and information concerned, including the
quidelines for developing the learners and guidelines for managing self-employment occupation
aiming to help students earn income during their study. The activity plan was created and
organized for enhancing students to enter tailoring occupation. The activity plan was divided into



5 sub-activity units with a total of 40 study hours. After the activity plan had been managed, the
results were that every student passed the knowledge and understanding test. In addition, the
result of the posttest was better than the pretest. The students’ working behavior evaluated by
students themselves and their teacher revealed that the behavior was rated good and very

good. Moreover, their products of work were also rated as very good. For the opinion toward the
management of activity, they expressed that they were agreed with having this kind of

activity. Suggestions macle in this study were that materials and equipments used for tailoring
activity should be supported; various clothes styles and patterns should be introduced to the class;
the amount of time for performing job should he extended; skill experts should be invited and
participated the activity; training in workplaces should be provided; and the activity should be
conducted continuously.
