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ABSTRACT

The objective of this independent study was to modify hyperactive behaviors using
cross-age tutoring techniques of a 7-year old boy with autistic spectrum disorders who was in
inclusive classroom, Phathom Suksa 1, Wat Chang Kian School, Chiang Mai Province during
second semester in the academic year 2005. A single subject design emphasizing applied
behavior analysis (ABA) with cross-age peer tutoring and purposive sampling were utilized. The
main instruments included 1) treatment plans focusing on appropriate skills for standing when the
national flag was being raised, sitting appropriately at a lunch table, and supplementary activities
to decrease hyperactive behavior in the classroom, 2) a behavioral observation form, and 3) a
video recorder. The total experimental time was six weeks, i.e., baseline data collection and
extinction period was one week each and treatment for four weeks. The data were analyzed using
frequencies, percentages, and means and presented in tables and graphs with descriptive -
explanation. The information gathered from the observation form and video recorder were

categorized into major themes and explained descriptively,



The results showed that after using cross-age peer tutoring the percentage means of
hyperactive behaviors during standing when the national flag was being raised, sitting at a lunch
table and in the classroom of the case study was less as compared to the percentage means after
the treatment, i.e., standing in line was 9% from 90%, sitting without getting up from his seat at
lunch table was 6% from 92%, and sitting without getting up in the classroom was 2% from 97%.
Furthermore, the researcher found that the case study was able to pay more attention his

surrounding and concentrate on school daily activities.
