ABSTRACT

This study was to examine the social behavior of the children being brought
up by relatives. It employed qualitative technique to study the relative family who had
brought the 3 upper primary school children who served as the cases for the study.
The instruments used were the observation forms both through participation and non-
participation and the informal interview. The collected information was classified and
analyzed in term of social behavior. The findings are as follows:

Regarding personal behavior, each children could take care of him/herself,
was responsible for his/her duty, cheerful, kind to others, interested in what normally
was by children of late childhood, and adjusted themselves well. In regard to
interpersonal relationship, the children had appropriate behavior towards various
kinds of people. They loved the relatives who had taken care of them as if they were
their biological parents. Concerning group behavior, the children had good self-
presentation, helped one another, taking side with the peers in the group before doing
so with outsiders, were able to solve confronting problem, had meta-cognition, used
analytical thinking, and could seek help from others who were able to help them.
