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ABSTRACT

This research is a single group experiment aiming at studying the effect of using
Karaoke to develop Thai speaking skill for Thai Yai preschool children. The
research subjects were is 15-second year preschool students of Mork Jam Pae
Community School,Muang Mae Hong Son District.

It was found that after taking part in the Karaoke activities the students had
higher Thai speaking skill at .05 level of statistical significance.
