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ABSTRACT

This study aimed to investigate the evaluation from rubrics in the course of Electrical
Installation for VVocational Education Certificate Level, Vocational Education Curriculum of the
year 2002 (2003 revision), Chiang Mai Technical College. The sample group used in the stuay
was 20 first-year-standing students of Electric Power Division, enrolled for the second semester
of 2005 acacemic year.

The study found that the evaluation from rubrics was accurate and clear. The students
were independent for learning their skills, their study behavior, and their attitudes. The majority
of students performed their job as a good level. The teacher also evaluated students as in
authentic situation. Moreover, the students were satisfied with result of this evaluation method
because the evaluation criteria were clear, accurate and valid.
