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ABSTRACT

This research was to study the attitude of the parents towards roles of the
monk teachers in moral education at lower secondary school and problems as well as
recommendations experienced and made them at Wat Ban Kong School, Lamphun
Province. Sixty parents served as the population for the study.The instrument used
included the attitude test which had .80 reliability level based on Cronbach Alpha
coefficient. Statistics used were frequency distribution, percentage, mean and standard
deviation. It was found that the parents had the attitude towards the roles of the monk
teacher in general at high level. The attitude depended mostly on the actualizing the
role on the part of the monk teachers, their personality, socio-cultural background and
school environment all of which affected the various aspects of the development
particularly the students, the community, society and environment.
