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ABSTRACT

The purposes of this independent study were to develop experience arrangement
plans by using storytelling for developing disciplinary and responsible characters of Kindergarten 1
students, and to study the result of the experience arrangement plans implementation by
using storytelling for developing the disciplinary and responsible characters of Kindergarten 1
students. The samples of this study were twenty-six Kindergarten 1/1 students in second
semester of 2005 academic year at Pratulee Municipal school, affiliated to Lamphun
Municipality, Lamphun province. The instruments consisted of ten experience arrangement
plans by using storytelling to develop the disciplinary and responsible characters of the
Kindergarten 1 students, which consumed five hours of class time, thirty items disciplinary
and responsible characters assessment, and disciplinary and responsible characters
observation form. The collected data was analyzed by using percentage, than compared with
the set criterion of 70.00 percent.

The results of the study showed that :

1. Earned ten experience arrangement plans for developing disciplinary and
disciplinary and responsible characters of Kindergarten 1 students’ that consumed five hours
of classtime. Each of plan was appropriate to students’ development and interest, and those

plans were able to enhance students, disciplinary and responsible characters.



2. The results of the experience arrangement plans implementation by using
storytelling for developing the disciplinary and responsible characters of Kindergarten 1 students
revealed that :

2.1 An average percentage of students’ disciplinary and responsible characters
scores after implementing experience arrangement plans by using storytelling was 89.62%,
which was higher than the set criterion of 70.00 percent.

2.2 The collected data from disciplinary and responsible characters observation
form showed that the student were discipline, honest, such as returning the objects to the
owners after collected, being patient, behaving while studying, showing sympathy to others,
having hospitalities, able to consider rights or wrongs, properly littering in school. In term
of responsible behavior found that the students knew their roles in cooperating with others,
were patient, were able to self-feeding, were able to control their emotions, knew how to
forgive, were on time, were immediately participating in activities, accepted the rational of

their own actions, and collected toys to its place without directed.
