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ABSTRACT

The purposes of this independent study were to study the conditions of parents’
involvement, and to identify problems and needs of parents’ involvement in early childhood
education management in schools at Chom Thong Municipality Area, Chom Thong district,
Chiang Mai Province, Population used in this study were 201 parents of Kindergarten 1-2
students in schools at Chom Thong Municipality Area, Chom Thong District, Chiang Mai
Province. The instrument consisted of rating questionnaire. The data was analyzed by
computing percentage, mean, and standard deviation. The openended questions were
analyzed by grouping with description.

The findings are as follows:

1. Parents’ involvement in early childhood education management found that their
involvement over all showed at moderate level. However, when consider in details found that
parents’ involvement in child rearing at home was at high level, and involvement in
supporting learning, in communication, and in environmental were at moderate level. But
involvement in making decision was at the least level.

2. Parents’ need to be involved in early childhood education management found

that their needs to be involve overall was at moderate level. However, when consider in details



found that their needs in communication was at high level, and in learning support, in
environmental arrangement, and marking decision were at moderate level.

3. Problem of parents’ involvement in early childhood education management
found that their problems were: they had no time and opportunity to participate in schools
activities as much as they wanted to, they had difficulties to communicate with teachers,

they were of lack knowledge and experience, and they were poor.
