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ABSTRACT

The purposes of this study were to enhance creative writing skill of Physically
Impaired Students studying in Special School for crippled and to study the attitude of students
towards creative writing exercises.

The subjects who were selected through purposive sampling were 3 Prathom Suksa 2
students with Physical Impairment of Srisangwan Chiang Mai School, San Sai District, Chiang
Mai Province, during the first semester of the academic year 2006. The study instruments were
17 creative writing exercises,17 creative writing lesson plans, creative writing pre-post tests,
teaching records, evaluation form of leamning behavioral observation and non-formal
interviewing of students attitude towards creative writing. The collected data were analyzed by
percentage and qualitative description.

The findings revealed that after the students were taught through creative writing
exercises, their creative writing abilities were higher than their previous ones, meanwhile,

students’ attitude towards creative writing were positive.
