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ABSTRACT

The main objectives of this independent study were, firstly, to develop the a teaching
methodology based on the storyline method, as part of the instruction module for the Thai-
language curriculum used by Sacred Heart College, Chiang Mai Province, to teach the Mural
‘Sang Thong’ of Lai Kham Vihara, Phra Sing Temple, and secondly, to study the outcome of
storyline-based instruction in the areas of learners’ learning efficiency measured by an essay-
writing assessment, the outcome of learner-centred and cooperative learning and learners’
potential as assessed through their hand-made books.

The subjects studied in the research were Mathayom Five Students at Sacred Heart
College, Chiang Mai Province.

The research tools used consisted of a four-unit storyline-based lesson plan and a six-
volume set of evaluation forms including (i) evaluation forms for the storyline-based
instruction module for the Mural ‘Sang Thong’ of Lai Kham Vihara, Phra Sing Temple; (ii)
group-behavior self-evaluation forms; (iii) group-activity behavior evaluation forms; (iv)
individual-activity behaviof evaluation forms; (v) hand-made book presentation evaluation
forms; and (vi) a set of questionnaires eliciting learners’ opinions on the storyline-based

instruction,



The data obtained were analyzed by the SPSS programine, based on frequency, test
percentage, and t-test.

The research can be summarized as follows:

1. The storyline-based instruction method can be applied to the development of
learner-centered instruction, which emphasizes cooperative learning and effectively enhances
students’ learning potential through their creation of hand-made books;

2. The subjects showed statistically significant essay-writing improvement by 0.1

in their learning efficiency after the storyline-based instruction method had been applied.
