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ABSTRACT

This independent study was aimed to study the results of analytical reading of
Mathayom Suksa 3 students, who studied by using supplementary reading material.

The population used in this study was 32 Mathayom Suksa 3 students at Baan Mae Hea
School, Mae Waen Sub-district, Prao District, Chiang Mai Province in the second semester
of the academic year 2006, The instrument used in this study was 5 analytical reading
learning plans, and 30 items of analytical reading test to use as pretest and posttest.

The summarization of this independent study was the students, who were taught
through the analytical reading by using supplementary reading material, earned better posttest
scores than pretest scores after learning through the material. Most students (59.37 %) had the
ability to analytical reading at the level of poor before learning through the material; however,
after learning through the material, most students (65.62 %) gained the ability in analytical

reading to the level of excellent.
