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ABSTRACT

This independent study investigated parents’ needs for educational management of
Sumalee Kindergarten School, Doi Saket District, Chiang Mai Province. Population under study
comprised 130 levels 1-3 kindergartners’ parents of aforementioned school in the 2006 academic
year. Instrument used was a questionnaire with items asking about essentials of the topic.
Collected data were then analyzed through applications of frequency and percentage.

The findings were summarized as follows

Most parents expressed the ensuing needs for educational management, i.e., provided
experiences for students enabling to read and write; prepared students for intellectual, emotional,
mental and social development; arranged for activities promoting mathematical skills learning;
encouraged students to have proper manners in how to dine; assigned ﬁersonnel responsible for
student safety; and set up preventive measure for danger from the use of school building. As for
the not needed, they were : tutoring students every Saturday; arranged for special ability learning
activity including air-conditioned classrooms for which parents had to pay extra; became
a member of parent association and guest lecturer for students; and organized teacher and parent

relations activity once per semester.
