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ABSTRACT

The purpose of this independent study was to investigate factors affecting academic
achievement of Matayom Suksa 5 students with lower grade point average in Maetang School,
Mae Taeng District, Chiang Mai Province. The population consisted of 49 Matayom Suksa 5
students with lower grade point average, 26 teachers teaching in matayomsuksa 5 and 49 parents
of those students. Questionnaire were used to collect the data and the data was analyzed through
the applications of frequency distribution, percentage, mean and standard deviation.

The findings could be summarized as follows; |

It was found that institutional and personal factors affected the learning achievement at
a moderate level, while the family factors affected leavening-achievement at the lowest level.
With regard to teachers’ opinion toward factors within the school, it was found that the
curriculum factors, the instructional factors and the material factors affected leaming achievement
at the moderate level. The parents revealed that family factors affected the learners’ achievement

at the lowest level.
