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ABSTRACT

This independent study investigated parents’ needs for English Program taught by
native speakers, Dara Academy. Population under study comprised 515 parents of students who
enrolled in the above English Program. Instrument used was a questionnaire with items asking
about essentials of the topic. Collected data were then analyzed through applications of frequency
and percentage.

The findings were summarized as follows :

Most parents expressed their needs for students to have English listening and speaking
skills so they could converse with the native speakers. Moreover, parents needed to participate in
organizing learning and teaching situétions, so they could help to care for and followed-up student
learning achievement. But there were activities that some parents did not need, i.g., arranging
instruction for large group and let students listened to the tape recorder instead of the real voice of
native speakers. As for problems found; they were : minimal grammatical content, inadequate
instruction hours, large number of students per classroom, lacking various techniques of teaching,
and no evaluation according to the real situations. It was suggested that the English Program
should arrange to have the above problemé mended by improvising for what were lacking and for

what should be improved.
