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ABSTRACT

The purpose of this independent study was to study the outcomes of learning
management based on PDCA skill management in teaching handicraft project work course for
/'étéyom Suksa 3 Students at Maetang School, Mae Taeng District, Chiang Mai province. The
population under this study consisted of 20 MM Suksa 3 Students. The instruments used to
collect data consisted of lesson plans and evaluation sets. The data were analyzed through the
applications of frequency distribution, percentage, mean and standard deviation.

The findings could be summarized as follows;

After 10 hours of learning management based on PDCA skill management in teaching
handicraft project work course in household items, 60 percentages of students got full score in
knowledge of writing project and product evaluation, 40 percentages of students got full score in
knowledge of project planning. With regard to process evaluation, it was found that 80
percentages of students got full score in project writing and planning while 100 percentages of
students got full score in product evaluation. For affective evaluation, 75 percentages of students
got full score in writing project, 95 percentages of students got full score in performance planning

and 100 percentages of students got full score in product evaluation.
