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ABSTRACT

This independent study investigated self-development needs of teachers at Paikeaw
Kindergarten School, San Kamphaeng District, Chiang Mai Province. Population under study
comprised 15 teachers who were in active duty at the above school during the 2006 academic
year. Instrument used was a structured interview form with essential issures concerning the
topic. Collected data were then analyzed and presented in narrative fashioned.

The findings were summarized as follows :

With regard to provided experiences, teachers would like to have at least two
workshops per year leading by experienced lecturers. Field trips to schools that were succeeded
in improvising provided experiences should be arranged. Instructional supervision should be
carried out more often. And the support for further education was needed. As for classroom
research, teachers needed to attend workshops leading by experienced lecturers so they could
have actual knowledge and understanding of research. Moreover, teachers would like school to
provide texts on research. Finally, in measuring and evaluating child development; teachers
needed to aitend training/seminar so that they could gain more knowledge and be able td

exchange knowledge and experience with fellow trainees.
