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ABSTRACT

This independent study was to examine fhe opinions of Buddhist monk students concerning
expected'roles and actual practice of the student advisors of Mahachulalongkornratchavidyalaya
University, Chiang Mai Campus, Lamphun Sangha College. The sample consisted of 108 1" to 4™
year monk students from all faculties of the University enrolled in the second semester of the 2006
academic year. The tools used were a questionnaire, which included choice questions, rating scales
and open-ended questions. Statistics used to analyze the data were frequency distribution,
percentage and mean.

The study results showed that the monk students had expected from their advisors on
personality aspect at very high level and at high level on the remaining 4 aspects, namely, academic
affairs, advising methods, assistance providing, and student capacity development. However, the

monk students had rated the actual practice of all these four roles at moderate level.
