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ABSTRACT

The purposes of this independent study were to developing problem solving thinking
process of students with hearing impairment of Sotsuksa Anusarnsunthorn at Chiang Mai
province. The sample group which were purposive selected were 10 students with hearing
impairment from Mattayom Suksa 1. This implement study was qualitative research. The
research instruments were 1) leaming activity plans on the disease; 2) behavior observation
forms; 3) scoring criteria for behavior observation; 4) questions for encouraging thinking;
5) some technical instrument such camera and VCD camera for observation students
behavior. The result data which focused the total and the individual were analyzed with
théoretica] approach.,

The results were the following: after learning approached 9 processes on the disease,
the students could solve the problems of the disease such as know how to prevent the Dengue
Hemorrhagic fever, to solve the Pediculosis Carpitis or Louse and demonstrated health
education. The results presented that the 9 process instruction had well stimulated the

development of problem solving thinking process for students with hearing impairment.
