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ABSTRACT

The objective of this study was to study the conditions and needs of computer
learning management in second grade level of medium sized primary schools in Mae Tang
District, Chiang Mai Province. The sample was 522 students in second grade level of medium
sized primary schools in the second semester of academic year 2006 and five computer
teachers. The instruments consisted of the questionnaires and the guideline questions for
focus group discussion. The data were analyzed by using frequencies, averages, standard
deviations, and percentages, and then presented through tables with description.

The major findings were as follows:

According to the students’ opinions, the students learnt about computer most from
schools and used computers for typing paper. They also thought that the teachers were
knowledgeable in computer subject. They wanted the schools to provide them internet
access for searching knowledge, and needed to learn computer because they could use it in
their daily lives.

Further more, they also wanted the guardians supported them to learn computer
subject and agreed that the computer laboratory and software activities appropriately to

the students’ abilities were very important.



According to the teachers’ opinions, all schools designed the computer curriculum
by using guidelines from several organizations, provided the lesson according to learner
background, meanwhile all schools were lack of personnels and computer hardware.
They used Microsoft Office programs to and used authentic assessment. Furthermore, they
were lack of technicians or personnel who could take care of the hardware and room. The
teachers from all schools needed the government to provide budgets and personnels and
suggested the teachers from all schools should work together to design the computer

curriculum in the same direction because there should be the same standard.
