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ABSTRACT

The purposes of this study were to construct supplementary reading books titling
Ban Pong Yang Nai : Our Home for grade level 1 students to study students’ comprehension
on supplementary reading books titling Ban Pong Yang Nai : Our Home, and to study
students’ opinions about the constructed books. The instruments consisted of four constructed
supplementary reading books titling Ban Pong Yang Nai : Our Home for grade level 1
students, the achievement test, and students’ opinion questionnaire to the supplementary
books. The target group was 24 Prathom Suksa 3 students in the academic year of 2006 at
Pong Yang Nai School, Chiang Mai Educational Office Area 2, Mae Rim District, Chiang
Mai Province. The statistic used in this study was mean and standard deviation, then
the data was presented through tables with description.

The results of this study were as follow:

1. The four constructed supplementary reading books titling Ban Pong Yang Nai :
Our Home were Sightseeing in Mae Rim, Darapirom Palace Museum, Good Occupation
in Pong Yang Nai, and from the Past to Present of Ban Pong Yang Nai.

2. Students’ comprehension from reading the supplementary books in comparing with

the school criteria of 65% showed that the students had comprehension score higher



than 65% in all books that defined in details were Sightseeing Mae Rim with the mean
score of 69.27%, Darapirom Palace Museum with the mean score of 70.83%, Good
Occupation in Pong Yang Nai with the mean score of 69.58% and from the Past to
Present of Ban Pong Yang Nai with the mean score of 72.50%

3. The students’ opinion to the book parts showed at the highest level, which
were the book cover and the interesting book title.

The students’ opinion to the content showed at the highest level were
Pong Yang Nai history, local occupation in Pong Yang Sub-district, and sightseeing places
in Mae Rim district. While the students liked sightseeing Mae Rim district the most because
it led them to know places to go for sightseeing in Mae Rim district and they could

introduce those places to visitors.
