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ABSTRACT

The purposes of this study were to construct the learning plans of Lanna Folk
Music on the Topic of Salo for Prathom Suksa 4 Students and study the results of the
developed plans. The target group was 13 Prathom Suksa 4 students studying in the
second semester of the 2006 academic year at Ban Mae Kung Luang School, San Pa Tong
District, Chiang Mai Province. The instruments consisted of 1) 6 learning plans on Lanna
Folk Music on the Topic of salo covering 12 teaching hours, 2) 30 items of knowledge
understanding test, 3) performing evaluation form. Data was analyzed by the percentage
and compared with the set criterion of 70 percent, then presented by using tables with
description.

The major findings were as follow :

1. the designed learning plans on of Lanna Folk Music on the Topic of Salo for
Prathom Suksa 4 students comprising 6 plans covering 12 teaching hours were appropriated
for elementary schools students in the northern region.

2. the students obtained average scores of knowledge understanding and

performance skills at 80.08 percent, which was higher 70 percent set criterion.
