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ABSTRACT

The purpose of this study was to development of products from bamboo remains,

Ban Paheang, Amphoe Doi Saket, Changwat Chiang Mai. Population were 20 villagers,
4 educational specialists in bamboo product design in Chiangmai, and 10 retailers. The instruments
were an interview form, Questionnaire form and note. Data were analyzed by frequency,
percentage, means and standard deviation

The findings revealed as follows;

1) Development of products had to be related to the market needs which were dolls,
grasshoppers, candle stands, storage, name cards, and lamps

2) Packaging was paper printed on label, low costs, certified and co-operated with all

regions.
