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ABSTRACT

The purpose of the independent study was to study the outcome of using folk tales as
lessons to develop the knowledge of Thai language on the subject of sentence according to the
Theory of Brain Function of Prathom 6 students.

The sampling groups were 12 of Prathom 6 students, Ban Wang Ma Riew School,
Chiang Dao District, Chiang Mai Province. in the 2™ semester 2007. The research tools were
5 activity plans, an achievement test, a behavior observation test and Supplementary lessons
from folk tales. The data were analyzed by measuring their study achievement by percentage.

The result of the study found as follow :

1. Post — learning achievement was increasing

2. The students’ learning behavior both in individual and in group was

comparatively good.
