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ABSTRACT

The purpose of this study were to investigate factors associated with the retention of
Pottery Making Occupations of Panawan Village, Mae Rim District, Chiang Mai Province.
Research data were collected the sample were the owner, 3 work men, 2 customers and 3 officers
who promote the pottery occupation of Panawan village, Mae Rim District, Chiang Mai province.
The instruments were an interview and observation form. Data were analyzed by descriptive.
The results of the study were as follows:

Panawan village, Khilek sub-district Mae Rim District, Chiang Mai Province.
Established in 2530 B.E., the major residents are farmers. There is a pottery factory using low-
temperature kiln. The water absorbed clay which is suitable for pot was used in the factory, and
jug molding. The products of Panawan pottery is unique in process and clay property. Raw
material factors; the potteries were made from black clay and fat clay which purchased from the
venders in the village.

The factory entrepreneur was graduated Prathom 4 (Grade 4) and has started his
occupation since he was 15 years old. His income varies in 125,000 baht. There are 3 molders at
33, 49 and 67 years of ages, working in the factory for 7 years. Each of them earns average

900,000 baht per year.



Knowledge transferring factor, the entrepreneur learned his occupation from his former
work experience. He has become the entrepreneur due to occupational admiration and nearness
of working place. There was some technical exchange between factories and the workers
attended training courses for new technique from the Northern Industrial Promotion Center.

Marketing factor; the traders purchased products at the factory for retail and wholesale.
The factory was selected to join OTOP (One Tumbol One Product) project and was supported by

Mae Rim community development office.
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
