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ABSTRACT

The purposes of this independent study were to construct and use the picture books to
develop listening and speaking skills of early childhood children, and to study listening and
speaking skills of early childhood children. The samples used in this study were purposively
selected twenty-one kindergarten 1/2 students in the second semester of 2007 academic year
at Ban Wiang School, Wiang Sub-district, Fang District, Chiang Mai Province. The instruments
consisted of five constructed picture books, ten experience arrangement plan by using the
picture books to develop listening and speaking skills of early childhood children, and listening
and speaking skills observation form. The collected data was analyzed by computing mean
then presented through tables with description.

The results of the study showed that:

1. The 5 constructed picture books had 3 types of picture presentation:
presented pictures with out narration, pop up pictures, pictures with narration and pictures
with narration under them.

2. After using the 5 picture books for developing listening and speaking skills,

the students had the listening and speaking skills at the very good level.
