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ABSTRACT

This independent study was to investigate the adversity quotient of male
soccer players who were and were not team affiliated. The target group included 60
Nawamindarajudis Phayap School male soccer players. The instruments used were the
adversity quotient test. The data were analyzed in terms of percentage, mean, standard
deviation, and t value. The findings are as follows. The adversity quotient of the
soccer players both with and without team affiliation in general was at high level.
When aspects of it were considered, it was found that both types of players were at
moderate in 3 aspects, namely, C-Control- ability to influent and control the adverse
situation, O-Ownership- being responsible for improving the situation and accountable
to improve the situation, and R-Reach — ability to control the fallout of the adversity
not to reach other areas of life. Both types of players were at high level in the aspect
E-Endurance — the perceived of length of the adversity endurance. The two types of
players did not differ in their adversity quotient both overall and in each of the
aspects.
