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ABSTRACT

This study investigated readiness for preschool education provision of Huaiyap
Sub-district Administrative Organization, Ban Thi District, Lamphun Province. Population under
study comprised 140 personnel in the above organization and community leaders in the sub-district.
Instrument used was a questionnaire with items covering essential of the topic. Whereupon,
collected data were analyzed by frequency and percentage.

The findings were summarized as follows :

Most respondents indicated that aforementioned organization was ready for preschool
education provision in the ensuing matters, i.e., recognized the importance of preschool
education ; encouraged personnel in the preschool education area to attend training and seminar
for self development ; gave the importance to budget allocation for educational management ;
created work plan for government budget expenditure on materials and buildings ; set up structure
and made plan for preschool education provision ; and provided opportunity to community to

participate in preschool education provision.
