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ABSTRACT

 This study investigated  management of physical education  activities of  schools  

in  Chiang Dao District, Chiang Mai Province.  Population  under study comprised 45 school 

directors who were in active duty in the above district during the 2007 academic year.  Instrument 

used was a questionnaire with items covering essential of the topic. Collected data were then 

analyzed through applications of frequency and percentage. 

 The findings were summarized as follows : 

 In relation to management of physical education activities, nearly all school directors 

expressed that all activities were performed in an overall picture.  Some of these details were the 

ensuing : encouraged physical education teachers to be a good example for students ; gave 

teachers opportunity to make plan for physical education activities ; saw to the importance of 

teachers’ opinions regarding physical education activities ; and cooperated with teachers in 

solving problems and correcting oversights in organizing physical education activities.  As for 

problems found, few school directors revealed the following issues : lacked of knowledgeable and 

able personnel in planning for arrangement of physical education activities ;  lacked  of  teachers

with major in physical education ; and school directors did not have knowledge in physical 

education tasks and did not follow up the arrangement of physical education activities.
