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ABSTRACT

This study investigated students’safety prevention in Pattanavitsuksa School,

San Pa Tong District, Chiang Mai Province. Sample under study comprised 444 parents of
students from Kindergarten 1 level upto Mathayumsuksa 3 level of aforementioned school in the
2007 academic year. Instrument used was a questionnaire with items covering essential of the
topic. Whereupon, collected data were analyzed through applications of frequency and
percentage.

The findings were summarized as follows :

Most parents indicated that school compound was surrounded with alloy fence and
wall at all sides. School also had a clear signpost. Teachers were on duty at school’s various
posts in the morning and in the evening hour when classes were over for the day. Moreover,
parents expressed that school did not have litter building material, debris, obstructive material,
and dangerous material or substance that would be harmful to students. There was no violation
happened to students physically and mentally. No pornographic and indecent materials were
allowed in the school ground. As for the uncertained ; parents revealed the ensuing aspects, i.e.,
having nurse at health-care room all the time, having a unit monitoring students’ food

consumption, and having good drainage system.
