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ABSTRACT

The purposes of this study were: (1) to construct creative thinking activity
packages promoting creative writing of Prathom Suksa 5 students; (2) to compare students’
ability in creative writing before and after being taught by using the package; (3) to study
students’ creative writing behavior. The samples were 65 Chiangrai Rajabhat University
Demonstration School students in Prathom Suksa 5 during the academic year of 2008.

The research instruments were 10 creative thinking activity packages, students’ behavior
observation checklists and an achievement test. The data were analyzed for their mean, standard
deviation and percentage.

The results of the study were:

1) Ten creative thinking activity packages were constructed.
2) The students ’creative writing abilities after using the creative thinking activity packages were

higher than those before using the packages.



3) The students’ behavior most frequently observed while writing was enjoyment in their
writing followed by their expression of feeling such as humor, sorrow, delight, wonder and

appreciation with a percentage of 71.85 and 62.62 respectively.
