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ABSTRACT

This research is a pre-test and post-test single group experimental
research to test the effectiveness of guidance activities applied from the maga
skills principles to enhance adversity quotient of grade Level 3 students at
Rajaprachanukroh 34 School. The sample consisted of 6 students enrolled in the
first semester of 2008 academic year. The instruments used included 11 guidance
activities applied from the basic ideas of maga skills and adversity quotient test to
collect the data which were analyzed in terns of frequency, mean, standard
deviation, and paired t-test. It was found that students had higher adversity
quotient at .05 statistical lever of significance.
