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ABSTRACT

This study was designed to construct and use exercises to develop thinking skills for
students, and to study the result of using exercises to develop thinking skills. The target group
used in this study was 21 kindergarten students in the second semester in the 2007 academic
year from Anuban Maung Lamphun School, Maung Lamphun District, Lamphun Province.
The instruments consisted of (1) 18 experience organization plans, (2) 8 sets of exercises to
develop thinking skills, which each set consisted of 5 exercises with the total of 40 exercises,
and (3) 20 items developmental thinking skills test. The collected data were analyzed by
computing percentage and mean, then compared the average pretest-posttest scores with the
set differentiation criteria of 25.00%. The data was presented through tables with description.

The findings were as follows :

1. The 8§ sets of developmental thinking skills exercise, which each set consisted of
5 exercise with the total of 40 exercises, were able to well develop students’ thinking skills.
Those thinking skills exercises were observing, grouping, classifying and comparing.
The exercises were used along with 18 experience organization plans that had various
contents, pictures, patterns and directions, which were that appropriated to students’ ages.

2. After practicing through developmental thinking skills, the students’ achievements
score were different than before using developmental thinking skills at 37.62%, which was

higher than the set differentiation criteria of 25.00%.
