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Abstract

This independent study was aimed at investigating the problems and needs for
moral support in  conducting thesis and independent study of graduate students in
multidisciplinary programs, the Graduate School, Chiang Mai University. The objectives of the
study included (1) to study problems in conducting thesis and independent study, and (2) to
identify the needs for moral support in conducting the thesis and independent study. The study
started out with surveying the problems and needs for moral supports in conducting the thesis and
independent study beginning from identifying the topic and then developing the proposal. It was
found that the students’ personal problem was at moderate level. Next to that were the problems
on the conduction of the thesis and the independent study, services provided by the study
program, faculty members and members of the advisory committee, facilities, laboratory, sources

for the study, and rules, regulations, and guidelines, were all at moderate level.
