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ABSTRACT

This study was a case study who was a 14 year old with autism.

The purposes were to examine the picture exchange communication system (PECS)
and to develop the case’s communication skills in needs telling and reducing improper
behavior.

The study instruments were picture media. There were three evaluation periods:
pre-teaching, while-teaching, and post-teaching, after 60 days of using PECS, the case was
evaluated. The PECS was taken for 27 days.

The findings were that the case improved communication skill by asking for
different kinds of desserts and things needed. After using PECS the improper behavior

was decreased. Therefore, PECS improved the case’s communication skill.
