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ABSTRACT

 The purposes of this independent study were to study opinions and needs of girl   students’ 

gardians concerning instructional management of Montfort College Primary School, Chiang Mai

 The findings were as follow: 

 The result found that opinions of girl students’ gardians concerning instructional management 

of Montfort College Primary School were at good level in all aspects, which were personnel, learning 

and instructing activities students, student capacity development and buildings and  environment   

respectively.

Needs of girl students’ gardians concerning instructions management of Montfort College 

Primary School indicated the  needs  to have  more  of students’ participation in learning activities, to  

have  more activities for encouraging students’ performance, especially  the  activities  that  suitable  to  

girl  students,  to  continuously encourage  personnel training and further their education, to  stress on 

students’ moral enhancement and good manners with girl-like, and  to  re model  classroom  size  to be 

suitable to student numbers.
