ABSTRACT

This study investigated academic affairs performance of Mae On Wittayalai School,
Chiang Mai Province. Population under study comprised 40 administrators, teachers and hired
teachers of aforementioned school in the 2009 academic year. Instrument used was a questionnaire
with items covering essential of the topic. Collected data were then analyzed through applications
of frequency and percentage.

The findings were summarized as follows :

With respect to academic affairs performance of the above school; most respondents
expressed that tasks were performed in every aspect, i.e., curriculum and instruction, instructional
supervision, instructional materials and technology, measurement and evaluation, and library.

But there were details in every aspect that some respondents saw not performed, i.e., summarizing
results of curriculum implementation, developing local curriculum, taking care of materials
systematically, analyzing test for utilization of standardized test formulation, and arranging book
corner in the classroom. Moreover, there were some problems that few respondents reported;
they were the ensuing : inadequate electives opened, irregular instructional supervision,
supervision criteria were not given to teachers before hand, teachers lacked knowledge-skills-
expertise in making instructional materials, lack of follow-up and care of students who did not

pass the evaluation, and lack of teacher with expertise in library science.
