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ABSTRACT

The objective of this independent study was to determine Situations, problems and
guidelines to solve those problems about student affairs management at Secondary Wachirawit
school, Chiang Mai province. The study samples were 130 teachers and student committee and
the study instrument was a questionnaire about management guidelines of learners’ development
in Secondary Wachirawit school, Chiang Mai province. The author obtained collected data and
then statistically calculated for means and standard deviation.

The study’s finding could be summarized as follow:

In term of activity planning, it was agreed and rated at the very much level that the plan
was truly implemented. However, the problem found was that the management was lack of clear
and practical budgeting for each semester or each year. Accordingly, the solution to this problem
was that there should be the plan about places and sufficient budget to the need of the students.

For the plan implementation, it was agreed and rated at the much level that the plan
was truly implemented. The problem found was that there was insufficient equipment and budget
for some activities, including insufficient venues for activity setting. The guideline to solve this
problem was that there should support the budget for each activity and appropriate place and

atmosphere for various teaching and learning activities.



In addition, the assessment and evaluation of the activities was agreed and rated at the
much level that the plan was truly in practice. The problem of this aspect was the supervision on
learners development was not operated in concrete action and lack of knowledge continuity from
external specialists or Units. The guidelines was that there should be supervision on activity
setting for learners’ development as well as other supervisions.

Finally, the improvement of activity setting was agreed and rated at the much level that
it was truly implemented and the problem was that it was lack of information about precise
procedure. The solution to this problem was that every aspect of the learners’ development
activity outcome evaluation should be analyzed to review their importance for improving the

subsequent activities.
