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ABSTRACT

This study investigated parents’ participation in educational management of
Lanna International school, Chiang Mai Province. Population under study comprised 134
parents of the students who enrolled in a aforementioned school during the 2009 academic year.
Instrument used was a questionnaire with items asking about essential of the topic. The return
usable responses were 112 (83.58%) Whereupon, collected data were analyzed through
applications of frequency and percentage.

The findings revealed that most parents participated in educational management of
academic matters, student activities, and some in school building and environment. As for
academic matters ; parents paid attention to student learning achievement, checked homework,
and attended parent and teacher meeting with regard to student assessment. With respect to
student activities ; parents gave support and allowed students to go on a field trip, acknowledged
performed school activities, and gave students support in activity participation. Regarding school
building and environment; parents, knew of school policy in environs improvement, supported
building project, and joined with school concerning school development. In relation to problems

found in the study, few parents reported that communication in English caused some problems



regarding school activities because they did not understand the language. They did not have time
to join the activities, including problems in inadequate environs and preparation. With the
suggestions they offered were that school should offer news in other languages and should send

letter of invitation and should make plan for providing good school activities.
